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The meeting of the School Committee was held at 7:30 P.M. on Wednesday, July 26, 2017 at the Central Middle School with the following members present:  M. Christie, Chair; R. Meredith-Warren, Vice-Chair; D. Maurer, S. McCarthy and N. Nial.  Also present was John Macero, Superintendent of Schools and Lauren Celi, Director of Finance.
M. Christie called the meeting of the School Committee to order at 7:30 P.M. 
A. Pledge of Allegiance
Chair M. Christie welcomed Superintendent John Macero.  As part of his entry plan, Mr. Macero reported that he has been busy meeting with committee members, school staff and community members over the past couple of weeks.
B. Action to Approve the Minutes of:
June 7, 2017 Regular Session

ACTION:  A motion was made by R. Meredith-Warren and seconded by S. McCarthy to approve the minutes of June 7, 2017. The motion was approved 4-0-1 with D. Maurer abstaining.
C. Approval of Warrant

ACTION:  A motion was made by S. McCarthy and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to approve Bill Warrant #17-23 in the amount of $452,959.10, #17-24 in the amount of $307,187.82 and #18-1 in the amount of $237,024.81.  The motion was approved 5-0.  
D. Public Comment
Patrik Kisucky of 9 Sparhawk Circle and Lisa Scire of 8 Sparhawk Circle, Colonial Park district families were in attendance to appeal the School Committees decision of May 11, 2017 to close kindergarten registrations at Colonial Park due to high enrollment and limited space.  
Mr. Macero requested time to work out a solution and the Committee agreed that it would be his decision.

Jeanne Craigie of 53 Duncklee Avenue requested permission to research the feasibility placing an engraved dedication plaque on one of the benches in front of the Central Middle School in memory of Liz Sorrell, a former Science teacher in Stoneham who planted the three trees in front of the school.  Once she finalizes details, she will come back to the Committee with a formal dedication request.

E. Donation
Mr. Macero recommended acceptance of a $1,075 donation from Light It Up Blue to the Special Education Extended Year Program.

ACTION:  A motion was made by S. McCarthy and seconded by D. Maurer to approve the above donation.  The motion was approved 5-0. 

F. Middle School Athletic Waiver
Due to expected low signups, Mr. Macero recommended approval of a request by the David Pignone, Athletic Director, for a Grade 8 waiver for both boys and girls freshman soccer and varsity swimming.  
It is important to note that middle school students must only play at the lowest level and that no high school students would be cut to allow an eighth grader to play.  The School Committee would need to approve this before the MIAA will consider it.
ACTION:  A motion was made by S. McCarthy and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to approve the waiver request to the MIAA for the Girls and Boys Freshman Soccer and Varsity Swimming.  The motion was approved 5-0.  

G. Athletic Concussion Policy 9-61-1 Review
The state requires the schools to review their concussion policy every two years.  Mr. Macero stated that he has reviewed the policy and it is in compliance.  He recommended no revisions to the current policy.  The School Committee agreed.

ACTION:  A motion was made by D. Maurer and seconded by S. McCarthy to approve the review of Policy 9-61-1 with no revisions.  The motion was approved 5-0.

H. DISCUSSION, CORRESPONDENCE, NEW ITEMS
R. Meredith-Warren requested that the Committee consider a Superintendent Evaluation training by MASC.  The cost of this training is included in the membership fee.  The Committee agreed to schedule a three hour training from 6:00 to 9:00 P.M. on a Thursday evening in September or October.   

R. Meredith-Warren asked for School Committee volunteers to sit in the dunk tank, sponsored by the Stoneham Community Volunteer Association, at Stoneham Town Day.  D. Maurer, S. McCarthy and Superintendent Macero volunteered.
D. Maurer reported that he had received a phone call concerning the sex education bill that was passed by the Senate last week and he wanted it on record that the information was distributed to the Committee.
I. SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Mr. Macero reported on the following:

· In addition to the staff and community member meetings, he will also attend the Capital Committee meeting and Community Addiction scheduled for next week.  

· Attended the MASS Summer Institute last week and reported on the presentations by three keynote speakers.

· Gave an update on resignations and new hires

· Outlined new budget and purchase order procedures

· Requested that the Committee meet with HMFH to hear your views and concerns regarding the High School.  The Committee agreed to meet with them off-camera before the scheduled meeting on August 24th.
