G. Superintendent Contract Execution: John Macero
Chairman Maurer introduced and welcomed newly appointed Superintendent of Schools John Macero.
ACTION:  A motion was made by R. Meredith-Warren and seconded by M. Christie that the School Committee ratify and authorize the chair to sign a contract with John Macero to serve as the new superintendent of the Stoneham Public Schools.  Consistent with the posting for the position, this is a three year contract effective July 1, 2017 with an initial salary of $178,000.  The motion was approved 4-0.

Mr. Macero and Chairman Maurer executed the three year contract, effective July 1, 2017.
H. Discussion of School Budget FY18
Present at the meeting were David Pignone, Director of Athletics, and Robert Fortado, Director of Facilities.
R. Fortado reported on the following:

· Safety, including outside lighting

· Cleanliness – training sessions provided by Stetson and replacement of outdated equipment

· Comfort and the importance of hiring a HVAC technician

· Energy efficiency

· ADA Compliance issues

Dr. Olson also reported that the DPW Water Testing Program has been completed at Colonial Park and South School.  No lead has been found in the readings, however, high copper readings have been found at Colonial Park.  The mixing valve and hot water tank has been replaced and Colonial Park will be retested.

D. Pignone reported on the following:
· Physical Education and the elementary curriculum

· Athletic participation at 50%

· Review of athletic teams for all seasons

· Sportsmanship award presented to several teams over the past few years

· Changing from three banquets to one banquet at the end of the year that will recognize all seasons and all sports

I. Approval of School Budget FY18
As reviewed and discussed previously, with only minor changes due to retirements, Dr. Olson recommended approval of the FY18 School Budget totaling $27,734,642.  Dr. Olson also noted that one item still outstanding in the budget is the anticipated $80,000 reduction in the Title I Grant.
ACTION:  A motion was made by M. Christie and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to approve the School Budget for FY18 in the amount of $27,734,642.  The motion was approved 4-0.
J. Approval of Scholarships
Dr. Olson recommended approval of the following scholarships:
· A $750 annual scholarship in memory of David Atherton, a 2011 graduate of Stoneham High School and former member of the Stoneham Fire Department.  Mr. Atherton’s family and friends request that this scholarship be awarded to a graduating student who will pursue a career in criminal justice and/or a student who has overcome a difficult circumstance.  
· A $1,000 annual scholarship from the Dimmick Family in memory of their son Eric T. Dimmick, a 1990 graduate of Stoneham High School, who died of a brain tumor on Saturday, April 1st.  The family requests that this scholarship be awarded to a graduating student who will study Construction Science or Civil Engineering.
ACTION:  A motion was made by R. Meredith-Warren and seconded by M. Christie to approve the above scholarship.  The motion was approved 4-0.

K. Town Meeting – Warrant Articles
Warrant Articles for the May 1st Town Meeting were included in the packet.  Dr. Olson requested that the Committee vote to support the Capital Committee Article 19 that includes recommendations for a facility assessment at the High School and sidewalk repair at Robin Hood and Colonial Park.

ACTION:  A motion was made by M. Christie and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to support the Capital Committee’s Warrant Article 19.  The motion was approved 4-0.
