I. Endorsement of School Improvement Plans and Strategic Plan Update
As required by state law, Dr. Olson stated that he has reviewed and approved the 2017-2018 School Improvement Plans for the High, Central Middle, Colonial Park, Robin Hood and South Schools and presented them to the School Committee for endorsement.

ACTION:  A motion was made by S. McCarthy and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to endorse the School Improvement Plans.  The motion was approved 4-0.

Dr. Olson also included an update on the status of the Strategic Plan, which will be due for revision within the next year or two.   
J. Approval of Design Contract – High School Facility Assessment and Alternatives Study
Dr. Olson announced that the Designer Selection Committee ranked the following three firms for the High School Design Services Contract:  HMFH Architects, Tappe Architects and SMMA.  A contract with HMFH has been tentatively negotiated and a Fee Proposal for Services for the High School Facility Assessment and Alternates Study was reviewed by the Committee.
Dr. Olson recommended approval of HMFH of Cambridge, the top ranked firm by the Designer Selection Committee.

ACTION:  A motion was made by S. McCarthy and seconded by R. Meredith-Warren to approve a design contract with HMFH of Cambridge, as recommended by the Superintendent and the Designer Selection Committee.  The motion was approved 4-0.  

K. Approval of Proposed School Lunch Price Increase
Dr. Olson recommended that the Committee approve an increase in student lunch prices from $2.90 to $3.00 and adult meals from $3.98 to $4.30 (including tax), noting that the last two increases were in 2005 and 2014.  Dr. Olson added that experience has shown that it is preferable to have more frequent but smaller increases rather than infrequent large increases which tend to decrease sales for more than a year.
ACTION:  A motion was made by R. Meredith-Warren and seconded by S. McCarthy to approve the increase in student lunch price from $2.90 to $3.00 and adult lunch from $3.98 to $4.30.  The motion was approved 4-0.
